Guidelines for the 

Thesis Submission Qualification Examination
Enacted : 2007. 8. 23

Revised : 2008. 7. 17

2009. 5. 14

Article 1 (Purpose) These guidelines are based on Article 7 of the degree conferral regulations to provide students details regarding the comprehensive examination and foreign language examination to determine their eligibility for thesis/dissertation submission.

Article 2 (Qualification) ① A　graduate student who wishes to apply for the foreign language examination must have been registered for at least 1 semester and must satisfy the standards set by the Dean of his/her college.

② A graduate student who wishes to apply for the comprehensive examination must have been registered for at least 2 semesters (5 semesters if in the Combined Master/Doctoral program and School of Dentistry) and must satisfy the standards set by the Dean of his/her college.

Article 3 (Procedure) A　graduate student who wishes to apply for the foreign language examination and comprehensive examination must submit a completed application form (prescribed form) to the Dean of his/her college or department Chair.

Article 4 (Date) ① Foreign language examination and comprehensive examinations are conducted once each semester.

② The Dean of each college is responsible for arranging the annual test schedules.

Article 5 (Subject and method) The subject and method of the foreign language examination and comprehensive examination are listed below. 

1. Foreign Language Examination

A. Subjects of the foreign language examination of each college are listed in 【Appendix 1】. However, a foreign language examination in a language other than English may be taken in addition to subjects included in 【Appendix 1】 <revised 2009. 5. 14>.
B. Students are permitted to use a dictionary (however, electronic devices such as electronic dictionaries and electronic schedulers are not permitted) during the foreign language examination if in a language other than Korean.

C. Korean is the language used for completing answers on the foreign language exam. However, English can also be used if necessary.

D. Other details pertaining to the foreign language examination are determined by the Graduate School Academic Program Committee.

2. Comprehensive Examination

A. The selection of subjects and the details of the method of the comprehensive examination are determined by the Graduate School Academic Program Committee.

B. The Dean of each college can authorize each department, taking into consideration of the characteristics of each department, to be in charge of its subject of the examination. In this case, any regulations applying to the examination must be included in the department's regulations. If these regulations are modified, this must be reported to the Graduate School Academic Program Committee.
Article 6 (Formulation of examination and grading) ① The foreign language examinations and comprehensive examinations are formulated and graded by a person entrusted by the Dean of each college.

② Persons who formulate the examination as well as those who grade the examinations may receive remuneration within the budget of his/her relevant college.

Article 7 (Substitutes for an English examination) ① TEPS or TOEFL (except the PBT) may be acknowledged as a substitute for the English test. The qualification standards for each college are listed in 【Appendix 2】 < revised 2009. 5. 14>.
② A student who wishes to be exempted from the English examination must submit to the college a score above the qualification standard before submitting the thesis evaluation form (spring semester by early April and fall semester by early October)
③ Each college must approve the scores submitted by students and must report this to the Office of Educational Affairs each quarter of each year.

④ Internationally authorized English examinations other than TEPS or TOEFL may also be recognized upon approval by the Council of the Graduate School.

Article 8 (Term of validity of the foreign language examination) ① Scores of the foreign language examinations (TEPS, TOEFL or other internationally authorized English examinations) are only valid for 2 years. However, scores earned at the time of, or subsequent to, entrance to SNU are valid until graduation.
② The aforementioned scores are defined as those that are recognized at the time of entrance to SNU or that are earned after having taken the foreign language examination for eligibility for thesis/dissertation submission.

Article 9 (Exemption from the foreign language examination) A student who matches one of the following criteria may be exempted from the foreign language examination. A student who wishes to be exempted should submit documentary evidence during the application period for the foreign examination.
   1. Students who scored above the qualification standard of the foreign language examination as part of the SNU graduate school entrance examination.

   2. Students who received a grade of "C- or higher" or "S" for classes that substitute for the foreign language examination during the regular semester or sessions during the summer/winter vacation.
3. Students who scored above the qualification standard, set by the Graduate School Academic Program Committee, of a foreign language examination other than an internationally authorized English examination or a certificate listed in 【Appendix 3】.
4. Students who scored above the qualification standard, set by the Graduate School Academic Program Committee of SNULT, held by the SNU Language Education Institute.

   5. Students who satisfy other standards set by the Graduate School Academic Program Committee.

Article 10 (The foreign language examination for foreign students) Regulations pertaining to the foreign language examinations for foreign students are listed below.

   1. Students from a college that requires only 1 foreign language (including English) should choose one language among English (may be substituted with TEPS or TOEFL), Korean, or a second foreign language (except his or her mother language). However, when the college has set Korean as a required subject, students must choose Korean. If a student’s mother language is English (either as a common official language or an official language), he or she must choose either Korean or one of his/her second foreign languages.
2. Students from a college that requires 2 foreign languages (including English) should choose two languages among English (may be substituted with TEPS or TOEFL), Korean, or a second foreign language (except his/her mother language). However, when the college has set Korean as a required subject, students have to choose Korean, and if a student’s mother tongue is English (either as a common official language or an official language), he/she must choose Korean and one of his/her second foreign languages (English examination is exempted).
Article 11 (Korean language examination for foreign students) ① The Korean language examination for foreign students is conducted in March and September. It is supervised by the Office of Academic Affairs.

② The Korean language examination lasts for 60min.

③ A written Korean exam will be held separately depending on the program (master/doctoral) and the field of study (humanities/social sciences/natural sciences/art).

④ A candidate who fails the examination one or more times may substitute for the examination an oral test given by a professor whose field is related to the Korean language and who is recommended by the President of SNU when the thesis advisor has so recommended.

⑤ There must be three examiners for a Korean examination (including an oral exam) whose major field of study is in the related area. They must be on the teaching staff and have a position at SNU of full-time lecturer or higher. However, in unavoidable situations, two examiners may evaluate the examination.

⑥ When a student receives a grade of "C- or higher" or "S" for a Korean course taken as a substitute for a comprehensive examination during the regular semester or during the sessions that are held during summer/winter vacations (Korean and Korean culture 1,2), the Korean examination may be exempted but the grade does not count as part of the completion credit.

⑦ Each college is required to select students who must take the Korean examination (including an oral examination) and provide this list to the Office of Educational Affairs during the preannouncement period.

Article 12 (Qualification standard) The passing score for the examination (except English) for the master's degree is 60 or above out of a total of 100 points. The passing score for the examination for doctoral degree is 70 or above out of a total of 100 points.

Article 13 (Re-examination) ① A candidate who fails the examination may reapply to take the examination again without limitation.
② A candidate who fails the graduation examination may be subject to limitations regarding the number of times and the period of the examination that he/she may take if the Dean of college so decides < revised 2008. 7. 17>.
Article 14 (Announcement for qualified students and relevant report) After evaluations are done by the Graduate School Academic Program Committee, the Dean of each college should produce a list of students who passed the examination and must also report the results to the Graduate Studies Committee within 10 days.

Article 15 (Storage of documents) Following the foreign language examination to determine the eligibility for thesis/dissertation submission and the comprehensive examination, related documents are stored at each college for the period of storage listed below.

 1. Test Papers and Answer Sheets (Score sheet): 5 years

 2. Result table: Semi-permanent

 3. Other related documents: 1 year

Article 16 (Report of regulations and guidelines for each college) Before administering the examinations within the range of the regulations and relevant guidelines, the Dean of each college must report to the Graduate Studies Committee details of foreign language examination for eligibility of thesis/dissertation submission and comprehensive examination.
Additional clause(2007. 8. 23)

Article 1 (Start date) These guidelines are effective from 2007. 9. 1.
Article 2 (Interim measures) Bylaw regulations pertaining to the graduation examination are to follow these guidelines.
Additional clause(2008. 7. 17)

These guidelines are effective from 2008. 9. 1. 

Additional clause(2009. 5. 14)

These guidelines are effective from the day of they are promulgated. However, the revised principle 【Appendix 2】 from Article 7 Clause 1 applies to students admitted since 2009.
